	To Consider Parking Issues
Nigel Smith from North Yorkshire Highways Authority addressed the meeting by going through the history of the parking issues within the area.  The main concern of the meeting was the displacement of parking in the areas of Grange Close and Mill Lane and that there had been no consideration of Romanby Green.  Nigel had brought along the proposals for parking restrictions on Grange Close and Mill Lane and informed the Parish Council that there was a 21 day consultation period.  It was noted that the area would continue to be monitored on a regular basis although it was felt that the problem stemmed from the station users and child safety was an issue.  It was also noted that there would be a review process.

Nigel was asked about the proposed mini-roundabout on the junction of Thirsk Road and Mill Hill Lane.  This proposal had been part of the original traffic management strategy for Northallerton but was felt to be not viable.

The Residents Parking Permit Scheme for The Green was discussed.  NYCC had deemed this area did not meet the criteria for a residents parking permit scheme.  He was asked to check the information as it was the feeling of Council that it was inaccurate and that only a few houses in this area had off-street parking facilities.  Nigel stated that Romanby Green would be considered as part of the wider strategy.

Thanks were expressed to Nigel for attending the meeting.

Wildlife Area:  It was agreed to seek estimates for the proposed wildlife area to be developed along with a detailed plan.  To be discussed further at the Finance Committee.
Parish Questionnaire: A proposed press release was considered by the Parish Council and agreed.

Boundary Signage: Two designs were considered.  It was agreed to go forward to seek estimates for the two designs.

Ainderby Road Leisure Park Car Park: To be considered further by the Parks Committee.

Mini-Roundabout Thirsk Road/Mill Hill Lane: It was agreed to write to NYCC expressing disappointment that the proposal for the mini-roundabout had been shelved but this had now been brought up as an issue as part of the Parish Survey.

Parish Website: Consideration was given to the proposal to go forward to develop a stand-alone website for the Parish of Romanby as opposed to the HDC web-pages currently used.  It was felt that the HDC site was not adequate for use by the Council and that a local resident had presented a stand-alone site which would adequately serve the purpose at a cost of £500 for the first year.

Parish Office:  Consideration had been given to the proposal of a Parish Office and it was agreed that a three month consultation should take place within the Parish.
