	To Receive a Report from the Police 
A police report had been circulated prior to the meeting.  It was noted that there were only two reports of anti-social behaviour over the last period. 


Robbery Court Result 

Following the robbery that occurred in October last year two youths had appeared in court and after pleading guilty one received a 12 month community order and the other was sentenced to 12 months imprisonment.  

Op Bright

Following the dark night anti burglary patrols between October and Christmas 325 burglary prevention packs were delivered which resulted in re visits to seven properties who received a free timer switch. This also generated a full security survey at one home at the request of the homeowner. 
The Parish Council informed Julie that there had been complaints from parishioners regarding vehicles parked on footpaths and the highway verge.  It was noted that there was not much the police could do and that perhaps a notice in the parish newsletter may help encourage people not to park on footpaths and highway verge.

	To Receive a Report from the Parks and Recreation Committee
A Parks and Recreation Committee meeting had been held on Thursday 15 January 2015.  The following was noted:

· Meadow 2 Project – A plan and specification for play equipment for this area was currently being drawn up subject to availability of finance and subsequent time frame.  Section 106 money available would be clarified with Hambleton District Council.  The action plan could be changed to accommodate this project.  Councillor Rawson proposed that the figures be amended to £11,000 for Ainderby Road Leisure Park, £10,000 for Grange Close with this being priority 2 and £30,000 for Broomfield Park for a future project including work to create additional facilities and upgrade of the football pitch.  The amended action plan was agreed.
· Broomfield Car Park – Clarification had been sought as to whether Romanby Parish Council could offer the land required by NYCC to be leased or sold.  The lease drawn up between Hambleton District Council and Romanby Parish Council predates the existing car park at the top of Broomfield Park and the conditions of this lease state that land cannot be sold or leased out with permission by HDC.  Two proposals were considered:
a) To contact HDC to clarify the situation should the Parish Council wish to either lease or sell the land to NYCC;
b) To do nothing and inform NYCC that Romanby Parish Council do not wish to lease or sell the land.
Resolved:  That Romanby Parish Council approach Hambleton District Council to discuss this situation and the offer made by NYCC and to nominate a group of Councillors to move forward into negotiation and then to report back to the Parish Council with their findings before any final decision is made.

Parish Office 
· The decoration work was almost complete;
· Maintenance to the boiler was required;

· Emergency lighting had been installed;

· Estimates sought for a window shutter and carpet;

· The changing room bench had been adapted;

· Electrical work and plumbing had been completed;

· Options for the outside retaining wall to be considered;

· Drainage required for the standing water outside the office;

· Fencing to be installed along the rear of the building – it was noted that planning permission would be required.

At this point discussion took place regarding seeking estimates for work.

Resolved:  That if an estimate was £5,000 and above, three estimates would be required, between £1,000 - £5,000 two estimates required, below £1,000 one estimate required.
Proposed:  Councillor Fisher.  Seconded:  Councillor Hardisty.

Parks Committee to consider the design of fencing around the exterior of the office.  A site meeting would be arranged for the weekend of 21/22 February 2015.
Memorial Garden – There had been good attendance at the public meeting with a consultation period completed.  A further meeting of the working group would take place on 18 February 2015 at which time the final plan for the garden would be locked down.  A second public meeting would take place on 5 March 2015 at 7.30 pm at the Parish Office.  It was noted that the Heritage Lottery Fund would require a report on progress so far.  
Community Resilience Scheme – Work was ongoing with a meeting with Robin Derry to take place.

· Workshops to Consider Grant Funding – Councillors Bradnam and Rawson to attend a workshop to consider grant funding.
