The Projects Committee had met on 2 July 2015 and a verbal report given by Councillor Hardisty:
Parish Office/Meeting Room – Two estimates had been received for a new footpath 1.2m wide from the car park to the Parish office:
Estimate A - £950 plus VAT
Estimate B - £525.78 plus VAT
Agreed:  That the contract be given to Contractor B at a cost of £525.78 plus VAT.
Proposed:  Councillor Hardisty.  Seconded:  Councillor Fisher.  All in favour.
Local Plan Review – Hambleton District Council had written to inform the Parish Council that the Local Plan expires in 2026 and asked to identify areas of green space available for future building.  It was agreed to write to HDC to inform them that the Parish Council has no green spaces it wishes to give over to building.
Allotments – It was agreed to write to Arla to ascertain whether their land could be used for allotments.

CPad – It was noted that the Cpad had been installed and a familiarisation session would take place in August.

Newsletter – The Chairman would like items for the next edition of the newsletter before the end of September.

Future Projects – Future projects were identified and would be set out in an action plan and prioritised for consideration by the Parish Council 
War Memorial Garden – It was noted that two contractors had expressed an interest in the work at the War Memorial Garden as follows:

· Estimate A - £16350 plus VAT
· Estimate B - £28667 plus VAT

It was suggested and agreed that a meeting be arranged with each contractor to discuss their bid and to undertake a letter drop to the residents in the vicinity of the memorial garden to inform them of the proposed work.
