	To Receive a Report from the Parks and Recreation Committee
A Parks and Recreation Committee meeting had been held on 26 March 2015 and 16 April 2015, the minutes of which had been circulated prior to the meeting.  The following was noted:
Grasscutting – A letter had been received from NYCC at the end of March indicating that their position had changed from that taken earlier in the year relating to their contribution to grasscutting costs.  The amount was considerably more at a rate of 10p per sq metre which resulted in approximately £2300.  A transitional rate for 2015/16 had been offered but then would reduce for future years.  The Parish Council could have taken the full sum as a part loan but this had been considered in Parks Committee and it had been agreed that there would be no advantage to the Parish Council and had been declined.

Carroll Close – It was noted that some play equipment at Carroll Close had been identified as being unsafe, failing on three accounts.  It was decided to remove this piece of equipment immediately.  The Parks Committee would consider prices of a replacement.
Parish Office – There was no date as yet for the additional fencing at the Parish Office.  The Parks Committee was looking to develop a design for that space which will be an area of tranquil seating.  A suggestion had been considered within Parks that it be dedicated to Harry Coyle in recognition of his service to the Parish Council.  The Clerk to speak to the family.

Broomfield Park – It was noted that a meeting had been arranged with Hambleton District Council to discuss their attitude towards some land at Broomfield Park being converted into car parking.  The land concerned was leased in 1986 for a period of 99 years.
It was noted that there had been social media discussion regarding the Blue Stone Park and NYCC intention to convert this into car-parking.  Anyone approaching the Parish Council should be asked to contact NYCC.

The Green – Damage to The Green had been reported – this was being followed up with Hambleton District Council.

· Soft landscaping will be organised and a public meeting to take place;

· Research has been undertaken about the soldiers and life in the village 100 years ago.
