· That interim arrangements be put in place until work can be carried out;

· She had costed an estimate and identified a contractor to undertake the work.

The Chairman informed the meeting that the travellers, due to the notice being serviced, would not be able to return within three months to that area.  It was also important that the Parish Council does not set a precedent when considering work to be undertaken.  He stated that the Parish Council would consider the views of the parishioners later in the meeting and would report back to them as soon as possible. He thanked them for attending the meeting.
