	To Receive a Report from the Parks and Recreation Committee
A Parks and Recreation Committee meeting had been held on Thursday 23 October 2014:
· Licence to Plant Daffodils – The licence had now been issued from NYCC.  A debate had taken place regarding future applications to plant trees, shrubs and bulbs in the NYCC highway verge and it was felt that a policy was required as future removal or maintenance should not be the responsibility of the Parish Council.  It was agreed that in future the Parish Council does not endorse planting trees in the NYCC highway verge.
Proposed:  Councillor J N Smith.  Seconded:  Councillor Best.   
· Meeting with Northallerton Junior Football Club – The meeting had been positive and they brought forward a number of points for consideration.  The 30th anniversary of the football club would be in 2015 and some publicity had been requested by the Parish Council.  They have a meeting on 25 November to which representatives of the Parish Council had been invited.

· Proposal for The Meadow Phase 2 – A proposal for the second phase of the meadow had been discussed at the Parks meeting and circulated to all Councillors for their consideration.  The following was recommended:

Design competition or some sort of initiative from suitable suppliers within a given budget to prove wooden play equipment and picnic benches to differentiate it from the other area of the park – details to be firmed up;
Engagement with the three schools within the Parish to develop a wildlife area at the bottom of the meadow to give the children a focus;
Path down the side to remain;
Plant shrubs to form a wildlife friendly environment and hide the fencing;  Serpentine path through the meadow;
Proposed:  Councillor Fisher.  Seconded:  Councillor Atkinson.

· Parish Office – Discussion had taken place regarding the day to day management of the Pavilion and Parish Office.  It was agreed that this would be undertaken by the Clerk in conjunction with the Chairman of the Finance Committee.

· War Memorial – It was proposed to create a rose garden at the gates by the clock tower to include 22 “Remember Me” roses to represent the 22 service men named on the memorial, one “Remembrance Rose” for all fallen servicemen and one “Peace Rose”.  Concern was expressed about planting before the hard landscaping but it was felt it would provide an opportunity to spend the grant from the North of England Horticultural Society within timescale.  This was agreed unanimously.
Proposed:  Councillor Rawson.  Seconded:  Councillor West.

· Grasscutting – It was noted that the information on future grasscutting had been received from NYCC.  This would be considered by the Parks Committee with a response required 28 November 2014.  

· The Green - Trees – The proposed date for the work to the trees on The Green was 27 / 28 November 2014.  Councillor Rawson agreed to discuss this further with the contractor with regard to notification to parishioners.  The Clerk agreed to notify the Police.
