· Contractors - The Chair of Parks and the Clerk had met with SGS to discuss the garden and tree contracts which they had accepted.  Site visits had been undertaken and work prioritised.
· Memorial Garden - A damaged bench in the memorial park had been removed and the rosebeds tidied up.  It was noted that the grasscutter had driven over the beds and the Clerk agreed to inform the contractor.
· Meadow – Stones to be removed from the site.  Discussion had taken place as to the next step to make this a usual space.  Any ideas to be forward to the Parks Committee.
· Toddler Group – it was noted that the Toddler Group had asked to use Ainderby Road Leisure Ground for a picnic/fun day.  

Resolved:  That the Toddler Group be allowed to use the field.
· The Green – A site visit had been undertaken and identified issues.  Residents would be consulted.  The statutory letter to be sent to the residents of The Green reminding them about parking or riding across The Green.  The whole area would be monitored by the Parks Committee.

· Owner/Occupier Liability – The whole area of signage at the parks and open spaces to be considered and that signage should be positively worded rather than negative to encourage people to use the areas.  Discussion to take place with Councillor Peter Wilkinson and the YLCA.

· Play Seminar – Councillors Rawson and Best had attended a Play Seminar the previous Thursday which had been very informative and useful.
