It was proposed that the Council moves forward with the project for the sports pavilion and to receive estimates for the completed work.

The Projects Committee would then draw ideas together in draft form which would include enlisting the help of the local school children.
· Community Resilience Scheme – Consideration had been given to resurrecting the work for the Community Resilience Scheme and engaging the help of the community by canvassing public opinion via a parish newsletter – see below.
· Parish Newsletter – Councillor Bradnam had drawn up a draft parish newsletter, circulated at the meeting - it was felt this was a way of fully communicating with the public and informing them of the projects being undertaken by the Parish Council.

Resolved: That distribution of a Parish Newsletter be undertaken on a quarterly basis with distribution undertaken by the Scout Group subject to their agreement.
