Councillor Atkinson asked if the Police could be vigilant during their patrols when passing Ainderby Road Leisure Park (dog-walker reported) and the Co-op on Ainderby Road as car parking outside the shop was becoming an issue again.

A meeting of the Parish Projects Committee had taken place on Friday 13 January 2012 and Councillor Hudson reported on the following:

Wildlife Area – this had been completed but it was suggested and agreed that a further two insect boxes and two bat boxes should be purchased.  It was also proposed that a new picnic table should be purchased for the area.

Jubilee History Board – Estimates had been received for the display board at a cost of £747.00 including VAT.  This was within the budget allocated.  It was also agreed to donate £100 to the History Society for the work John Parkinson had undertaken to create the plan.
Parish Office – The Planning Authority had agreed that the Parish Council could apply to have the condition regarding community use to be deleted.  It was noted that storage of Council paperwork was becoming an issue and the Clerk would purchase fire-proof containers for storage in the loft of the Pavilion.

Jubilee Event – Councillor Bradnam’s proposal had been considered and it was proposed that an event along the lines of the old Romanby Gala should be organised commencing at The Green with the unveiling of the History Board.  Councillor Bradnam and the Projects Committee agreed to take this forward.  The Scouts had been asked as part of their Community Week to help with the event.  The New Life Baptist Church had also been approached to see whether they were arranging any event.  It had also been suggested that the Parish Council donates some sort of item to each of the three schools in the Parish to commemorate the Jubilee and the Clerk agreed to write to them for ideas.
